To establish a blood glucose curve, blood glucose is generally measured every 2 hours between injections.1

Keto’s veterinarian explained that a blood glucose curve should be performed:

• After a first dose of a new kind of insulin 
• At 7-14 days after an insulin dose change
• At least every 3 months
• Any time clinical signs occur
• When hypoglycemia is suspected
• When blood glucose is <150 mg/dL in both cats and dogs, it should be measured hourly.1

•	The home setting allows the pet 
to continue its normal routine in a 
stress-free environment, allowing 
blood glucose curves to be more 
accurate.1 

•	Blood glucose curves can save 
pet owners the cost of the 
veterinary visits.2

•	Performing blood glucose curves 
at home, is more convenient, and 
allows better control of diabetes 
resulting in a healthier pet.

•	 The pet’s normal routine is 
disrupted which often causes 
stress, resulting in an inaccurate 
blood glucose curve.1

•	 A blood glucose curve performed 
by a veterinarian can be costly.3

•	 Establishing a blood glucose curve 
can take 12-24 hours.1 Inconvenient 
veterinary visits can affect how 
often blood glucose curves are 
performed, resulting in the pet’s 
diabetes becoming unregulated.
